Boonville Ave, Springfield, MO 65802 (30 miles south of Bolivar).

2:30 – 4:30  ~ Bolivar Polk County Museum, 201 W. Locust Street, Bolivar   

 
 

The Polk County Museum is the home of the Historical Society of 
Polk County. Known as “North Ward,” the building was constructed 
as a combined secondary and elementary school in 1903, serving 
Bolivar students living north of Broadway. The second building in 
the county to be placed on the National Register of Historic Places 
(March 14, 2011), it’s a treasure trove of history.

o One located south of the Kansas City’s center just off Highway 71 within a flower 
surrounded and filled 11-point star base with a 5-foot lime stone pedestal. 

o Memorial Park, 716 E. 23rd Ave., North Kansas City by North Kansas City High 
School. She is the centerpiece of the “Honor Roll” at Memorial Park, which 
categorizes major US wars — starting from the Revolutionary War — and 
memorializes those who lost their lives. 

o Liberty, Missouri just outside the main entrance to Franklin Elementary School 
on a brick pedestal atop a unique 5-pointed star brick & concrete base.  

o On a manicured hill across the street from Smith Park in St. Joseph, Missouri. 
 

Trivia Tidbit: In 1949 a Kansas City businessman, J.P. Whitaker, then the Scout 
Commissioner of the Kansas City Area Council, originated the idea of building these 
replica statues, reminding people of America of how precious their freedom is.
